3. Curriculum

Lessons are taught with the goal of developing the 4 basic skills of reading, writing, listening and speaking.
The homeroom teacher is always there to support the students for their various questions.
Above intermediate level, we offer the elective class for study at university/college or for business

conversation.

For Beginner 1 (N5):

*We use “Minna no Nihongo 17 as materials.

-We review the sentence pattern of basic grammar and advance to intermediate.

-We train to acquire natural pronunciation and intonation, skills to compose and comprehend long
sentences, and to oral fluency.

For Beginner 2 (N4):

-We use “Minna no Nihongo 2" as materials.

-We review the sentence pattern of basic grammar and advance to intermediate.

=We train to acquire natural pronunciation and intonation, skills to compose and comprehend long
sentences, and to oral fluency.

For Intermediate (N3-N2):

-We use “Chukyu kara Manabu Nihongo” as materials.

-We train to master the skills of picking up necessary information, understanding Japanese own
speech level and answering correctly for the questions.

-We train to improve the skills of understanding the flow of sentences by rapid reading and intensive
reading.

-We train to improve the skills of summarizing long sentences and writing constructed composition.

4. Student dorm
